his translation of 41 shorter anti-war writings was selected from Collected 
Papers 13, 14 and 15. They include three post-war writings and are edited 

with an introduction, footnotes and a glossaire of twenty terms, the longest 
entry being on guild socialism. In the entry on Lady Ottoline Morrell, the 
letters Russell exchanged with her are described as “une des grandes correspon-
dances amoureuses et intellectuelles du xxe siècle”. An appendix lists fifteen addi-
tional texts that were digitally online at www.agone.org/lepacifismeetlarevolu-
tion.
